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2021 International Youth Picture Book Festival

The 3", International Youth Picture Book Festival which attracts various schools at
home and abroad is an international fine arts exchange event hosted by Beijing Municipal
UNESCO Clubs Association, International College of Central Academy of Fine Arts
and International Education of Primary Secondary School Research Branch attached
to Beijing Institute of Education and Experimental School Affiliated to Central
Academy of Fine Arts, and organized by Experimental School Affiliated to Central
Academy of Fine Arts. With the theme of “Reflection on Intangible Cultural
Heritage-From Tradition to Modernity”, it will be held in China from October to
November, 2021.

I1. Participants

All children and adolescents aged from 4 to 18 years can take part in the event and are
divided into 4 different age groups: kindergarten 4-6 years old, primary school 7-12 years
old, junior high school 13-15 years old and senior high school 16-18 years old.

I11. Entry Requirements

1. Paintings must be the original and unpublished work Cincluding all paper and digital
media for all public) of participants.

2. They must be created specifically for the theme “Reflection on Intangible Cultural
Heritage-From Tradition To Modernity” and are suitable for the children and adolescents
aged 5-18 years to read.

3. There is no limit of your art work in the style, technique and form, but the content is
required to be positive. Propylene, colored pencils, watercolors, oil paints, charcoal or ink
painting, line-drawing, paper-cut, New Year paining and printmaking are all accepted. But
photography and video recording are not accepted.

4. Requirements for creating and framing of the artwork:

ORequirements of the length of the artwork: different requirements according to
different age groups: 4-6 years old: create 4 paintings to express a complete and coherent
story; 7-12 years old: create 6 paintings; 13-15 years old: create 8 paintings; 16-18 years old:
create 10 paintings.

@Requirements about size: The whole works is a complete and coherent story. The size of
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each painting does not exceed A4 paper. If necessary, some simple words printed in black on
white background can be added below the painting and 1mm away from it, its width should
be exactly the same as that of the painting. Note the Arabic number at the bottom right
corner of every page.

®Requirements about framing: No need to frame. You can just send all your works to this

and the participants will get the “admission certificate for art festival”; the participants who
win awards will be given the “award certificate”; the mentors of those who make it into the
final lists will be given “excellent guidance certificate”; other mentors will be awarded as
“mentor certificate”.

2-3 participants from every country outside China will be invited to attend some of

the activities such as opening ceremony and award ceremony (October to November, 2021,
Beijing, China) if permitted.
